Careers Preparation Program

An important part of the end of the year program for current Year 9 students will be a program of Careers Preparation.
This will help students to prepare for Work Experience and various other activities for Year 10. It is most important
that students participate in this program.

I have provided Year 12 students with resources to assist with the COP (change of preference period) for VTAC
applications and Alternative Pathways. Please ask your students to discuss these with you.

Remember that new courses can be accredited after the VTAC Guide is printed. Also, others are cancelled. To check
see: www.vtac.edu.au, go to Courses (left of screen), to new and cancelled courses.

Course Pathway Options i It is wise when applying for courses through VTAC to put down both university and TAFE
options. Remember that if you hope to study at university but miss out on a place, it is often possible to gain credits for
university from a relevant TAFE course. Two years at TAFE often gives one year of credit (sometimes more) at
university in a related course. Several institutions are both a university and a TAFE (eg Swinburne, RMIT, VU), while
others have links with a TAFE (eg La Trobe with NMIT) making it easier to move. It is of interest to note that many
students who complete a university degree complete a TAFE course later on as well.

Some Universities hold Information Sessions during Change of Preference Week. Check out dates/times on their
websites. To Enrol at uni you will need a Tax File Number; applynow i f you donét have o

How Will University Be Different From School? A Deakin University publication makes these points: You will have a
more independent learning experience; lectures (maybe hundreds of students), tutorials (up to 30 students) and
workshops; less frequent feedback (you need to be proactive in organising time to speak with teachers); flexible and
variable programs where subjects require critical analysis; contact hours vary from 10-30 hours per week
depending on course taken; must self-manage time and study (expect to complete equivalent amount of contact
hours as self-guided study); classmates from different demographics (culture, age, socioeconomic)

Last term, the Year 11 Chemistry class travelled to Bacchus
Marsh to attend the Ecolinc Science and Environment centre. The
Ecolinc Centre is surrounded by a series of wetlands, which clean up
stormwater before it goes into the Werribee River.
