Last week 7C was invited into 7D’s class to listen to Simon 
Lawrence talk about his life and his condition. He gets around school  

in a wheelchair and has an oxygen tank with him, which is wheeled by his 
assistant. 

 
Simon has a hole in his heart which stops him from getting 
enough oxygen around his body. His lungs don’t work much 
either. This disease means he needs to have oxygen all the 
time so that he has enough energy to do everything. He can 
stand and walk a little with help, but he doesn’t have the 
strength to get around like his class mates. 
 
He comes to school Tuesdays and Thursdays and on 
Monday he needs to rest. He has a teacher who works with 
him at home too, so that he can do most of the work that his 
class are doing. 
 
Simon told the class about the highs and lows in his life. One 
of the highs is the possibility of getting a heart and lung 
transplant when he and the doctors decide he is strong 
enough. Another high is his electric wheelchair which means 
he can speed around the pathways at school. He also loves 
playing the Wii and watching his footy team Collingwood. 

 
His lows are that he has the disease, which stops him being at school with his friends and being able to do sport. He 
doesn’t like having to spend time in hospital and also dislikes the times when he hasn’t felt good.
