TAFE Fees Update i The Victorian Government has announced changes to TAFE education under the Jobs for Your
Future: Skills for Victoria reforms, taking effect from 1 July, 2009. Changes coincide with the Commonwealth
government decision to allow TAFE students to access a loan scheme similar to the Higher Education FEE-HELP
scheme. It is expected that the VET FEE-HELP scheme will allow students in some TAFE programs (including
diplomas and advanced diplomas) to defer payment of fees. Students who commenced their program before 1 July
2009 will continue under the existing fee structure till they complete their studies, withdraw, or until the deadline of
December 2012. Fees for students enrolling from 1 July, 2009 will vary according to the level of qualification in which
they enrol .
