Grounds Development: 
The recent grant of $200,000.00 from the Federal 
Government has been allocated to development of the 
grounds. The scope of works proposed is as follows: 

¶ upgrade the basketball court at the front of the school 
and make it usable for students in all weather. 
Apparently when there is water on the court is has 
not been designed to be naturally draining, it 
therefore becomes unsafe to use.  

¶ complete the required retaining walls on the north 
side of the court in front of the new Year 9 centre. 
When it does rain the dirt and debris wash down on 
to the court  

¶ transform the large car park in front of the gym to 
become a new large flat playing space for students, 
hopefully make the area into down ball spaces for 
students to use at recess and lunch time 

¶ re-establish car parking areas for staff in other 
smaller locations within the College grounds
